as determined by coaches.

A LEVEL - FULL CHECK; B LEVEL — MODIFIED CHECKING WITH 3-SECOND GOOD
DEFENSE

Substantial advantage will be 7-goal difference.

Follow-through allowed at all levels.

Deputies are allowed.
e Card count —when a team is given its 4th yellow card, it will play down for the rest of the

game. Each subsequent card results in a lose of a field player for remainder of the game.

No extra field player if team does not have a goalie.
